Week 9
Three Special (Mandatory) Feasts: (p229)

1. Feast of Unleavened Bread (Passover)

a. Signifies salvation and deliverance; God’s mercy. Remember haste of departure from Egypt.

2. Feast of Weeks (Harvest, Firstfruits, Pentecost)

a. Sacrifices and celebration of God’s blessings

3. Feast of Tabernacles (Ingathering or Booths)

a. Solemn reminder of time spent in wilderness wanderings; literally dwell in tents.

Other significant dates:

· Feast of Trumpets

· Correlates to institution of the Sabbath and civil new year

· Day of Atonement (present Yom Kippur)

· Only God-required FAST

· Most significant sacrificial day

Sacrifices:

1. Burnt Offerings 

a. not eaten, continuous, total sacrifice; holocaust

b. Always unblemished male; type depended on offerer’s wealth

2. Cereal (Grain) Offerings

a. Expression of devotion (often combined with other offerings and animals)

3. Peace (Fellowship) Offering

a. Only partially consumed; the rest eaten in 4th Sabbath Fellowship Meal

4. Sin (Uh-oh) Offerings

a. No restitution possible; an offense against God or brother without property damage

5. Guilt (Recompense) Offerings

a. Restitution is made, when possible

Other offerings existed (Sabbath, monthly, unknown murderer, etc).

Sabbath Years (every 7 years) the land gets rest

Jubilee Year (after 7 Sabbath years, after 49 years, so the 50th year) – Property reverts, slaves freed.

FYI: Exodus 21:1-6 1"Now these are the rules that you shall set before them. 2 When you buy a Hebrew slave, he shall serve six years, and in the seventh he shall go out free, for nothing. 3If he comes in single, he shall go out single; if he comes in married, then his wife shall go out with him. 4If his master gives him a wife and she bears him sons or daughters, the wife and her children shall be her master’s, and he shall go out alone. 5But if the slave plainly says, 'I love my master, my wife, and my children; I will not go out free,' 6then his master shall bring him to God, and he shall bring him to the door or the doorpost. And his master shall bore his ear through with an awl, and he shall be his slave forever.
